Duke vs. Georgia Tech

The Rundown

Duke’s offense has provided at least eight runs
in 12 of 21 games this season, including nine
outbursts of 10 or more runs. The Blue Devils
are outscoring opponents 165-78 and outhit-
ting opposing teams 231-183 while averaging
7.86 runs per game and 11.00 hits per game.
Seventy-one of Duke’s hits have gone for extra
bases, including 11 homers.

Giant Killer

Duke has upset two top-25 teams this sea-
son, posting a 13-4 win over No. 2/5 North
Carolina before taking two of three from No.
16/16 Virginia with wins of 9-8 and 4-1. The
Blue Devils are 3-3 against teams ranked in the
top-25 and will get another chance to knock
off a top-25 opponent when they host No. 6
Miami on March 28-30.

Weekend Warrior

Sophomore outfielder Jeremy Gould has
made a habit of turning up his game in week-
end series. Gould is averaging 1.43 RBI per
game in weekend outings compared to a .33
RBI per game clip in mid-week outings. Twenty
of his team-leading 23 RBI have come on the
weekend.

Two-Way Blue Devils

With a roster of just 28 players, versatility has
been a major contributor to Duke’s success.
Duke boasts seven players on the 2008 squad
who pull double duty on the mound and either
in the infield or outfield. Sophomores Alex Has-
san (OF/RHP), Jeremy Gould (OF/LHP) and
Chris Manno (OF /LHP) have all contributed on
the mound, in the field and at the plate this
season and as freshmen. Freshmen Grant Mon-
roe (INF/RHP), John Bunder (OF/RHP) and
Dennis O’Grady (INF/RHP) have also logged
significant time on the mound and at the plate.
Senior Kyle Kreick has also spent time at two
positions, catching and playing first, while ju-
nior Kyle Butler has pitched and played sec-
ond base since his sophomore season.

20-20 Vision

With a 29-25 record in 2007 and an 18-3
ledger this season, Duke is on the verge of
reaching 20 wins in back-to-back seasons for
the second time this decade. The 2001 and
2002 Blue Devils turned in records of 23-33
and 24-34, respectively. Sean McNally is only
the second coach in school history to reach the
20-20 mark in his first three seasons, joining his
former head coach Steve Traylor, who topped
20 wins in his second and third seasons. The
last time Duke posted back-to-back WINNING
seasons of 20 victories or more was a seven-
year span from 1992-98 under Traylor.

ACC Player Of The Week

Alex Hassan was named ACC Player of the
Week on March 17 after batting .579 (11-
for-19) for the week with three saves on the
mound. Three of his saves came in a pair of
wins over No. 16 Virginia, while the sophomore
outfielder also collected multiple hits in both
of those outings. Hassan became Duke’s first
ACC Player of the Week honoree since 2005,
when second baseman Adam Murphy collected
the honor on Feb. 14. Both Michael Ness and
Tony Bajoczky were named ACC Pitcher of the
Week last season.

CBF National All-Star Lineup

Hassan was also selected to College Baseball
Foundation’s weekly National All-Star Lineup
in the same week. He was one of 10 position
players selected to the weekly list.

ACC-Leading 18 Wins

Duke has racked up the most wins in the ACC,
leading No. 3 North Carolina, No. 10 Florida
State and No. 24 Virginia, who have each
picked up 16. Three of Duke’s wins have come
against ACC opponents, both of which (No.
2 North Carolina and No. 16 Virginia) were
ranked among the top-25.

Super Savers

Duke is tied for the ACC lead with eight saves.
Four Blue Devils have picked up saves this sea-
son, including team-leader Alex Hassan’s four.
Kyle Butler has two, while Jonathan Foreman
and Michael Ness have each contributed one.
Duke is 7-0 in games decided by three or fewer
runs thanks to that group. Foreman’s and both
of Butler’s were three-inning saves.

Hot Start

The Blue Devils won their first 12 games to start
the season for only the second time in school
history. The 1998 Blue Devils went 15-0 before
suffering their first loss on the way to a 38-20
overall record. Duke’s 12-game winning streak
is the third-longest tear in the last 25 seasons,
trailing the 1995 team’s 16-game mark and
the 1998 squad’s streak of 15 games. Duke
won its first nine games last season on the way
to a 15-1 start.

The First Pitch

The Blue Devil pitching staff has a combined
ERA of 3.00 and is holding opposing teams
to a .251 average. Blue Devil pitchers have
dished out just 49 walks this season compared
to 141 strikeouts and lead the ACC in walks al-
lowed per game (2.33). Duke’s team ERA ranks
fourth in the ACC, while the .251 B/Avg. is the
fifth-lowest clip in the conference.

Strength of Schedule

Duke’s 2008 schedule features five teams that
advanced to an NCAA Regional last season and
two that advanced to a Super Regional. Four
teams graced Baseball America’s Preseason Top
25 while all four made the cut in the most re-
cent list. Duke defeated then-ranked No. 5 (BA)
North Carolina in its first bout with a top-25
program before taking two of three from 16th-
ranked Virginia.

Fundamentally Sound

Duke is statistically the best defensive team in
the ACC this season, as the Blue Devils have
committed just 14 errors in 816 chances for a
.983 fielding percentage. Duke has not com-
mitted an error in 11 of 21 games. Starting
infielder Ryan McCurdy and outfielders Alex
Hassan and Jeremy Gould have yet to com-
mit an error at their respective positions, while
freshman shortstop Jake Lemmerman has made
just one fault to lead all ACC shortstops with
a .992 clip in the field. The Blue Devils have
turned 13 double plays this season.

Get ‘Em On

Duke ranks fifth in the ACC with a .404 on base
percentage, with five starters reaching base in
more than 40 percent of their plate appear-
ances. Jeremy Gould leads the team with a
.529 clip, while Alex Hassan (.475), Ryan Mc-
Curdy (.463), Matt Williams (.447) and Nate
Freiman (.406) also rank among the team on
base leaders. Duke has put at least 15 runners
on base in 13 games this season, with at least
20 Blue Devils reaching base in six of those
contests. Duke is 17-1 when at least 10 players
reach base via hits, walk or hit-by-pitches.

Get ‘Em Over

The Blue Devils have swiped 31 bases in 36 at-
tempts on the season for the third-most steals in
the conference. Alex Hassan leads the squad
with eight bags in 12 attempts, while Gabriel
Saade has gone a perfect 7-for-7. Duke has
stolen third three times this season and exe-
cuted a successful first-and-third double steal
against Alabama A&M. Duke has also laid
down five sac bunts.

Get ‘Em In

Duke has batted in 143 RBI this season, the
fourth-most in the ACC. Five Blue Devil starters
have contributed 15 or more RBI, including team
leader Jeremy Gould (22). Duke is batting .350
with runners in scoring position and .360 with
runners on base. Gould owns a .655 (19-for-
29) clip with runners in scoring position, while
Kyle Kreick (.414, 19-for-29), Jake Lemmer-
man (.353, 12-for-34), Matt Williams (.318,
7-for-22), Alex Hassan (.321, 9-for-28) and
Gabriel Saade (.313, 5-for-16) have also made
the most of their RBI opportunities.



Duke Baseball Game Notes
Two-Out Rally

The Blue Devils are batting .313 in two-out
situations with 54 of their 143 RBI coming
with two outs on the board. Jeremy Gould
leads the team with a .652 batting average
(15-for-23) and 10 RBI in two-out situations,
while Kyle Kreick (.375, 9-for-24, 10 RBI)
Jonathan Nicolla (.429, 6-for-14, 4 RBI), Tim
Sherlock (.385, 5-for-13, 1 RBI) and Ryan Mc-
Curdy (.364, 4-for-11, 4 RBI) are all batting
over .300 with two outs on the board. Gabriel
Saade and has also contributed seven two-out
RBI this season.

Game Over

Duke’s bullpen boasts a 7-0 record, eight
saves and a combined ERA of 2.46 this season
through a total of 80.1 innings pitched. Five of
the 11 Blue Devils who have made relief ap-
pearances this season have yet to give up an
earned run, while seven boast an ERA under
3.00. The group has allowed just 28 runs (22
earned) to cross the plate. As a whole, the pen
is holding batters to a .239 batting average,
allowing just 73 hits thus far.

Five-Tool Player

Center fielder Alex Hassan has been Duke’s
most consistent hitter this season after opening
his sophomore campaign with a 12-game hit-
ting streak. The 6-3, 200 pound pitcher/out-
fielder leads the team in hits (36), runs scored
(27) and stolen bases (8) and is tied for the
team lead in walks drawn (10). He has also
gone errorless in 53 chances in the outfield
while contributing seven relief appearances
and four saves on the mound. He has allowed
just one run and four hits through 9.0 innings
for a 1.00 ERA and a .138 opponent batting
average.

Blue Devil Backstop

Junior catcher Matt Williams is one of the best
defensive catchers in the ACC and has drasti-
cally improved at the plate over the last two
seasons. He has let just four passed balls slip
by him all season while throwing out seven run-
ners trying to steal, including six in the last six
games. The Northville, Mich., native is batting
.373 and has had multiple hits in nine of his 18
games played.

Gould Digger

Sophomore left fielder Jeremy Gould is having
a breakout season at the plate and leads the
team with 22 RBI, a .452 batting average, a
.589 slugging percentage and a .529 on base
percentage. The 6-3, 200 pound outfielder is
batting .655 (19-for-29) with runners in scor-
ing position and .652 (15-for-23) with 10 RBI in
two-out situations.

March 21-23, 2008

Kreick Rakes

Senior catcher Kyle Kreick is having a breakout
season, batting .341 with 20 RBI appearing in
every game this season, including 20 starts. He
is tied for the team lead with 11 extra base
hits, including a team-high 10 doubles, while
slugging .488. He has driven in two or more RBI
in six games, including two four-RBI outings. He
has been especially hot recently, contributing
nine RBI in his last seven games.

Fab Freshman

Freshman shortstop Jake Lemmerman leads all
ACC shortstops with a .992 fielding percent-
age, aided by just one error in 120 opportu-
nities. Lemmerman is the only shortstop in the
conference with just one error, leading Miami
standout Ryan Jackson’s two faults. The New-
port Beach, Calif., product has also contributed
at the plate with nine extra base hits, 16 RBI
and 16 runs scored.

Power Surge

Leadoff hitter Gabriel Saade has started the
season with a bang, driving a team-high 11 ex-
tra base hits in 66 at bats. The 5-11, 180 pound
second baseman has put together a .545 slug-
ging percentage and 11 RBI from the leadoff
spot while also drawing a team-high 10 walks.
Included in his 19 total hits are two home runs,
two triples and a team-high seven doubles. Saa-
de has one leadoff blast this season and has
started the game with an extra-base hit three
times.

The Ball Stops Here

Sophomore third baseman Ryan McCurdy has
yet to commit an error at the hot corner, going
39 chances without a foul-up at third. He is also
one of the better contact hitters on the team and
has struck out just 14 times in 219 career plate
appearances. He is the only active Blue Devil to
knock five hits in a single game, a feat he accom-
plished against Holy Cross as a freshman.

Walk-Off Wonder

Sophomore Gabriel Saade has ended two
games this season with walk-off hits. His most
recent game-winner came with two outs in the
bottom of the ninth against Valparaiso when
the 5-11, 180 pound second baseman roped
an 0-1 pitch into left field to drive in two RBI in
a 5-4 victory over the Crusaders. His first walk-
off knock came against Columbia with a game-
ending RBI single in the bottom of the ninth. The
Miami, Fla., product has three career walk-
offs, including a game-winning two-run homer
against Xavier as a freshman. Freshman Jake
Lemmerman has also been involved in both of
Saade’s game-winners this season, scoring the
winning run from second base against Colum-
bia and the tying run from third against Val-
paraiso.

Duke vs. Georgia Tech
You Da Manno

In three starts this season, sophomore Chris-
topher Manno has struck out 25 hitters over
19.2 innings of work. The 6-1 southpaw is av-
eraging 11.44 strikeouts per nine innings this
season and owns a 10.22 career average. His
first start of the season against Alabama A&M
produced 10 K’s in 6.0 innings of work in which
he did not walk a single batter while holding
the Bulldogs to one run on six hits for his first
career victory.

Ness From The Bullpen

Sophomore reliever Michael Ness has already
made over 30 appearances in his first two sea-
sons as a Blue Devil. After logging 23 outings
as a freshman, the 6-4, 205 pound right-hand-
er has been Duke’s most called-upon reliever
this season, logging eight appearances out of
the bullpen on the way to a 2-0 record and his
first career save. He has contributed at least
1.2 innings in seven of his eight appearances
while tossing shutouts in six of those. His 2.16
ERA is the second-lowest mark among any Duke
pitcher with at least 10.0 innings pitched, while
his .250 opponent batting average ranks only
behind freshman Dennis O'Grady’s .158 clip.

O’Grady To The Mound

Freshman infielder and pitcher Dennis O’Grady
has yet to allow a run to score through his first
11.2 innings of work. He has put together a
3-0 record in four appearances, including a
scoreless six-inning start and three scoreless
relief outings of 1.2 innings or more. He is
holding opposing hitters to a team-low .158
batting average while striking out nine and
walking none.

Fab Freshmen

Duke has already received significant contri-
butions from several members of its freshman
class. Jake Lemmerman (Corona Del Mar HS,
Newport Beach, Calif.) has started every game
at shortstop and is batting .263 with 16 RBI,
16 runs scored, seven doubles and a home run.
Grant Monroe (Schaumburg HS - Schaumburg,
lll.) has made four weekend starts as Duke’s
No. 3 and holds a 3.00 ERA and a 3-1 re-
cord through 21.0 innings of work. Newcomers
Dennis O’Grady (Archbishop Molloy - Floral
Park, N.Y.), John Bunder (Harrison HS - Ken-
nesaw, Ga.) and Ryan Knott (Marian Central
Catholic - Huntley, lll.) have seen action on the
mound, with O’Grady and Knott yet to give
up an earned run. Ben Condon (Woodward
Academy - Peachtree City, Ga.) has made five
starts at third base, while O’Grady has start-
ed one game on the mound and six at second
base. Bunder has also started one game on the
mound.
