
Match-up Of Top-10 Teams On Slate For Sunday As No. 2 Duke Travels To No. 6 Maryland...
Second-ranked Duke (13-0, 2-0 ACC) will embark on its longest road swing of the year this weekend as

the Blue Devils head to sixth-ranked Maryland (14-1, 1-0) for a 1:00 p.m. tilt in College Park, Md., at the Comcast
Center.  The contest will be televised live on the Fox Sports Net South and Comcast SportsNet with Beth Mowins
(PxP) and Debbie Antonelli (color) calling the action.

It will be the first of four consecutive road contests as the Blue Devils will then travel to Georgia Tech on Jan.
11, Boston College on Jan. 14 and Holy Cross on Jan. 16.

The Blue Devils are ranked second and Maryland sixth in both the Associated Press and USA Today/ESPN
Coaches Polls.  Duke is off to its second-best start in school history with 13 straight wins.  Duke will be playing
its fifth game in 11 days, and the schedule will not let up with an ACC-most 10 total contests in January.

a school record tying six 100-point games this year ... the Maryland at Duke contest on Feb. 13 will now be played
at 7:00 p.m. instead of 7:30 p.m. ... after finishing the season with only eight players in 2004-05, the Blue Devils
feature a roster of 13 this year.

A Look At Maryland...
Maryland enters Sunday with a 14-1 overall record and is coming off opening ACC play on Thursday with

a 67-64 overtime victory over Boston College.  The Terrapins are led by Crystal Langhorne (15.8 points, 9.1 rebounds),
Shay Doron (16.7 points, 5.6 assists), Marissa Coleman (15.9 points) and Laura Harper (11.2 points, 7.3 rebounds).
Maryland owns three players in the top-six of the ACC in scoring with Doron, Coleman and Langhorne listed 4-6,
respectively.  Head Coach Brenda Frese is in her fourth year with the Terrapins and owns a 64-42 record.  So far
this season, Maryland is 8-0 at home.

The Series With Maryland...
Duke and Maryland will meet for the 59th time in school history on Sunday.  The Blue Devils trail 31-27 in the

series, but have won the last 12 in a row and 15 of the last 16.
The Blue Devils knocked off the Terrapins three times last season with the first two victories being very close

-- In Durham (60-57) and in College Park (60-49).  In the ACC Tournament, the Blue Devils cruised to a 74-44 victory.

Match-Up Of Top-10 Teams...
For the first time in the history of the Maryland and Duke series, the two squads will play each other while both

are ranked in the top-10 nationally.  The closest came back on Jan. 9, 1988, in College Park, Md., where Duke was
ranked ninth in the Associated Press poll and Maryland was tabbed 14th.  The Terrapins pulled out an 83-73 victory.

Currie Collects Triple-Double...
For only the second time in Duke history and 10th time in ACC history, senior Monique Currie collected a

triple-double on Thursday against Florida State with 21 points, 12 rebounds and 11 assists in 35 minutes.  The other
Duke triple-double came on March 11, 1987, when Katie Meier collected 16 points, 11 rebounds and 10 assists against
Manhattan.  The last triple-double in the ACC came on Feb. 23, 2002, as Milli Martinez of Georgia Tech had 12 points,
10 rebounds and 10 assists.

Two Teams Look Similar...
When Maryland and Duke hit the hardwood on

Sunday, it will be a matchup of two very similar squads,
when referring to stat lines.  The two teams currently lead
the ACC in field goal percentage (Duke-55.3, MD-50.4),
three-point field goal percentage (MD-45.1, Duke-44.7),
scoring offense (Duke-97.8, MD-87.5), rebounding mar-
gin (MD +17.8, Duke +15.2) and blocked shots (Duke-
8.38, MD-6.80).

In the NCAA stats, Duke leads in six categories but
Maryland is right behind in many of the stats as they lead
in two listings and are in the top-10 in nine categories.  The
Blue Devils are in the top-10 of 11 NCAA rankings.

Top Freshmen To Face Off...
Two of the top freshmen in the ACC will square off

this weekend as Duke’s Abby Waner and Maryland’s
Marissa Coleman will face each other for the first time in
college.  Waner currently ranks 19th in the ACC with an
11.6 scoring average, seventh in assists (4.5), third in
steals (2.69) and 13th in three-point field goal percentage
(40.0).  Coleman ranks fifth in scoring (15.9), 13th in
rebounding (6.7), 15th in assists (3.57),   second in three-
point percentage (59.5) and sixth in blocks (1.93).

The biggest difference in the two are their average
minutes played as Waner is playing only 21.6 minutes,
while Coleman is seeing action in 30.1 minutes, which
is the 10th most in the ACC.

Duke Head Coach Gail Goestenkors has coached in 208 ACC regular season games and owns a record

of 155-53, which is a 74.5 win percentage.  The 74.5 percentage is higher than any men’s and women’s coach
in ACC history with a minimum of 200 games coached.  The second-best percentage is 72.8 by Dean Smith, who
coached at North Carolina for 36 years.

Coach Gail Goestenkors, as they all led the USA Women’s U19 World Championship
team to a gold medal over the summer in Tunisia.

Waner and Langhorne started all eight contests, while Coleman came off the bench
for USA.  The team won the gold medal for only the second time in six tries for team
USA in the U19 World Championships.  USA posted an 8-0 record and outscored
opponents by an amazing 46.3 margin.

Streaking In ACC Play...
Over the last six years, Duke owns a 61-4 record in ACC regular season contests

and an overall 72-5 mark including ACC Tournament games.  The Blue Devils have
only lost to North Carolina (three in 2004-05) and Florida State (one in 2003-04).

In 2001-02 and 2002-03, the Blue Devils went 16-0 during the ACC regular season
and had an ACC-record 51-game win streak versus ACC foes from 2001-04.

Since 1997-98, Duke has dominated ACC action, notching a 114-14 regular
season record.  The Blue Devils won five straight ACC Tournament titles from 2000-
2004 and have won the ACC regular season title five consecutive years.

The Blue Devils have won 38 out of the last 40 home ACC contests in Cameron
Indoor Stadium.  Duke went undefeated in ACC play at home in 2003-04, 2002-03, 2001-
02, 1998-99 and 1997-98 under Coach G.  The only losses were to UNC (2004-05)
and Florida State (2000-01).

Blue Devils Versus Maryland...
Senior Monique Currie has played against Maryland on eight occasions and

has averaged 15.0 points, 6.9 rebounds, 2.5 assists and 1.3 steals in those contests.
She posted 24 points and 13 rebounds on Jan. 27, which are her personal bests against
the Terrapins.

In the last meeting against Maryland, Chante Black had a double-double with 14
points and 13 rebounds to go along with three blocks in only 23 minutes.  She also added
eight points, 13 rebounds and four blocks at Maryland on Feb. 13 last year in 23 minutes.

Senior Jessica Foley has struggled from three-point land over her career against
Maryland hitting 7-of-31 from behind the arc and has hit only 2-of-19 over the last five
games.  In all three contests with the Terrapins last year, Wanisha Smith posted double-
figure points scoring 14, 13 and 10 points, while dishing out 11 assists in the games.

On The 13-Game Win Streak...
Second-ranked Duke has opened the season with a 13-game win streak heading

into Sunday’s contest with Maryland.  The Blue Devils have posted some very
impressive numbers so far on the year-- averaging 97.8 points, 25.8 assists, 8.4 blocks,
hitting 55.3 percent of field goals, 44.7 percent from downtown and outscoring opponents
by 44.8 points.

Duke has played 12 student-athletes so far this season, and nobody is averaging
more than 25.1 minutes a contest, while all 12 players are seeing action in 12.0 minutes
or more.

High Scoring Affairs...
Over the last seven contests, the Blue Devils are averaging 101.7  points as Duke

has collected 92, 110, 99, 105, 119, 100 and 87 points.  During the seven-game stretch,
Duke has hit 56.3 percent of its field goals and 48.0 percent from downtown, while holding
opponents to 51.3 points and 29.5 percent shooting.

In 13 contests, the team has scored 90 or more points 10 times.  The Blue Devils
have hit the 100-point mark on six occasions which is tied for the most times in school
history (1994-95).

Last Game Versus Maryland...
Duke continued to roll toward a record sixth straight ACC title, getting 14 points

apiece from Mistie Williams and Chante Black in a 74-44 victory over Maryland in
the semifinals on March 6, 2005.

Maryland scored just 11 points in the first half - the fewest one-half total in ACC
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Tournament history - and never challenged the Blue Devils. The Terrapins missed their
first eight attempts, 19 out of 22 in all in the first half, and went over 11 minutes without
a basket while falling behind 33-11 at the half.

Duke, which was flawless in its win over Wake Forest, wasn’t as good against
Maryland.  The Terrapins opened the second half by missing 12 of their first 14 shots
to fall behind 45-15 with 12:00 to play.  Maryland finished 15-of-57 from the floor (26
percent) and was 2-for-9 from three-point range.

Anesia Smith led the Terrapins with 12 points and Crystal Langhorne, the ACC
Freshman of the Year, had 11.  Duke had five players in double figures, outrebounded
Maryland 42-29 and forced 20 turnovers.  Monique Currie, the ACC player of the
year, scored 13, Jessica Foley had 11 and Wanisha Smith chipped in 10. Alison
Bales had three blocks to give her 116 for the season, an ACC record.

A Season Of Runs...
So far this season, Duke has played 13 regular season contests.  During those

games, the Blue Devils have registered some very impressive runs.  Overall, Duke
has collected 22 different runs of 10 or more.  A full list is below.

Simons Returns To Coaching...
Head Coach Gail Goestenkors’ husband, Mark Simons, has returned to

coaching as he has taken over as an assistant coach for the Auburn women’s basketball
team for the rest of the 2005-06 campaign.  Simons was the head men’s basketball coach
at Elon College from 1993-2002.

Last Time Out...
Monique Currie recorded the school’s second triple-double with 21 points, 12

rebounds and 11 assists as the No. 2 Duke Blue Devils defeated Florida State 87-68
Thursday night at Cameron Indoor Stadium.

The game marked Currie’s third 20-point performance of the season while her
rebound and assist marks were season highs. The only other triple-double in school
history came nearly 20 years ago as Katie Meier had 16 points, 11 rebounds and 10
assists against Manhattan on March 3, 1987.

Alison Bales just missed a double-double with 14 points and nine rebounds while
Mistie Williams scored 16 points and grabbed six rebounds of her own with an

impressive 7-of-9 performance from the field.
Lindsey Harding score 12 points for the Blue

Devils while Abby Waner had seven points and five
rebounds to round out the starting line-up. Wanisha
Smith led the way off the bench for Duke with eight points
and three assists.

Currie scored the game’s first eight points in the first
two minutes of action. After Duke held a 14-2 lead after
four minutes of action, the rest of the game was relatively
close. A couple of Waner free throws gave Duke its first
20 point lead at 49-29, but the Seminoles would close the
half on a 6-0 run to cut the lead back down to 14.

Duke held its big lead of 23 at the 12 minute mark
of the second half before the Seminoles went on a 9-0 run
to cut the lead to 14 at 69-55 with 10 minutes remaining.
The game would go back-and-forth with the lead fluctu-
ating between 14 and 19 the rest of the game.

Currie Producing When Out There...
Senior Monique Currie has had to get adjusted to

playing less minutes this season due to the increase in
roster size to 13.  Currie is averaging a career-low 25.1
minutes a contest, but is producing when in the game.  So
far this season, Currie is averaging 15.0 points, 5.8
rebounds, 3.6 assists and 1.8 steals in 13 starts.  The 2005
runner-up for National Player of the Year is also shooting
the ball the best of her collegiate years as she is hitting
54.8 percent of her field goals.

On the year, Currie has hit 15 of 26 treys for a 57.7
percentage.  Over the first three years of college, she hit
only 44 of 158 three-point attempts for a 27.8 percentage.

In an average of 40 minutes a contest, Currie is
averaging 23.9 points, 9.3 rebounds, 5.8 assists and 2.8
steals.

Abby Waner Posting Impressive Numbers...
In only her first year of college basketball, freshman

Abby Waner is posting very impressive numbers for the
Blue Devils.  On the season, Waner is averaging 11.6
points, 4.5 assists, 3.2 rebounds and 2.7 steals, while
hitting 49.6 percent of her field goals and 40.0 percent from
downtown.

Waner is coming off scoring a career-high 23 points
against Colorado State on Dec. 22 and had her first career
double-double at San Diego with 19 points and 10 assists.
She also dished out six assists, grabbed five rebounds
and had four steals in only 24 minutes against Colorado
State. Waner was the 2004-05 National High School
Player of the Year and 2005 Colorado Miss Basketball.

Bales Makes Most Of Starts...
After playing well in practice prior to the Texas trip,

junior Alison Bales has been rewarded with eight
straight starts.  Over the eight starts, Bales has averaged
11.8 points, 7.9 rebounds, 3.5 blocks, 1.8 steals, 1.6
assists and has hit 68.1 percent of her field goals and 78.9
percent from the charity stripe.  She has scored double-
figures in six of the last seven contests and had two
double-doubles against Ball State and San Diego.

On the year, Bales is averaging 10.4 points, 7.7
rebounds, 1.8 steals, 1.2 assists and 3.4 blocks.  Her 3.4

blocks currently leads the ACC.

Williams In The Paint...
After working very hard over the summer to get in

better shape and improve her post moves, senior Mistie
Williams continues to register some of the best numbers
of her career.  On the season, Williams is averaging 12.4
points, 5.4 rebounds, 1.5 assists and 0.8 blocks in 20.6
minutes.

Williams has scored double-figures in 10 of 13
contests and grabbed four or more rebounds in 10 of 13
games.  She is hitting 64.3 percent of her field goals and
a career-best 71.4 percent from the charity stripe.

Busy January...
For only the second time under Head Coach Gail

Goestenkors, Duke will play 10 games in the month of
January.  In the first season with Coach G at the helm
in 1992-93, the Blue Devils played 10 games in the month
and finished with a 2-8 ledger.  Duke played 11 games
in the month of January in 1981-82 and 10 contests in
1982-83.

For the past 12 years, the Blue Devils have played
eight contests in the month of January.  Duke is the only
team in the ACC that will play 10 games in the month with
the next closest being Virginia, who has nine games in
January.

Duke Claims Surf’N Slam Classic Title...
The Blue Devils traveled to San Diego, Calif., after

the Christmas break and demolished the competition,
claiming the Surf’N Slam Classic title with a 48-point
victory over St. John’s and a 67-point win over host San
Diego.  Duke averaged 112 points a game.

The Injury Report...
The status of freshman Keturah Jackson is doubt-

ful for the Maryland game due to an injured left foot.
Freshman Brittany Mitch had surgery on her hip Dec.
2 and will miss two more weeks.

NCAA Stats...
The second edition of the NCAA stats were posted

on Jan. 2, and the Blue Devils are dominating the
categories as Duke ranks No. 1 in six of them-- scoring
offense (98.7), scoring margin (46.9), field goal percent-
age (55.5), won-loss percentage (100.0), as-
sists (26.1) and blocked shots (8.4).  The Blue
Devils are second in rebound margin (16.0),
second in field goal percentage defense (29.8)
and fourth in steals (13.8).

In the individual rankings, Alison Bales is
seventh in blocks (3.4) and Chante Black is 28th
in blocks (2.3).

Undefeated Starts...
For the second time under Head Coach

Gail Goestenkors, the Blue Devils have started
the season with a 13-0 record.  The best unde-
feated start in school history was 20-0 in 2002-
03.

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Black Becoming Offensive...
During the trip to San Diego, sophomore Chante Black came on strong offensively as she averaged 13.0

points a contest, while grabbing 6.5 rebounds and 1.5 blocks in two games.  She hit 11 of 20 field goals in the
games and was selected to the All-Tournament team.

Black backed up her road trip against Wake Forest with her best overall game of the season with 13 points,
14 rebounds and three blocks in only 19 minutes.  It was her first double-double of the season and the 14 boards
was a season high.  On the year, she is averaging 8.4 points, 6.8 rebounds and 2.3 blocks.

Experienced Group...
On any given night the Blue Devils could throw out a different starting lineup on the court as Duke returns

seven players who have started for the Blue Devils over the last two years.  Duke is the only team in NCAA
Division I who have five players who started 30 or more games last season.  In fact, the Blue Devils return six
players who started 30 or more games with the return of Lindsey Harding, who started 33 games in 2003-04.

Overall, Monique Currie (36), Mistie Williams (36), Wanisha Smith (35), Jessica Foley (32) and Alison
Bales (33) each are returning starters from a year ago.  A total of 27 teams in NCAA Division I returned all five
starters from 2004-05.

Sharp-Shooters...
For the first time in school history, Duke opened the season hitting 50.0 percent of its field goals in each of

the first four games before shooting 40.9 percent against Auburn on Nov. 27 and 47.8 at Texas.  The Blue Devils
have come back to shoot 50.0 percent or better in each of the last seven contests.  Duke has now shot 50.0 percent
or better in 11 of the 13 contests.

Duke is shooting a whopping 55.3 percent from the field and 44.7 percent from three-point land.  The season
record for best field goal percentage is 49.0 in 2001-02.  Eight of the 12 Duke players are shooting over 50.0 percent
from the field.

Back & Better Than Ever...
Duke junior point guard Lindsey Harding has returned this season after missing all of last year and is establishing

herself as the best all-around point guard in the nation.  The native of Houston, Texas, has earned back her starting
job and is playing better than ever.  On the season, she is averaging 10.4 points, 4.2 assists, 3.1 rebounds and 1.6
steals in only 23.8 minutes over the first 13 contests.

Prior to 2005-06, Harding had hit only 8-of-42 three-pointers in her career at Duke, but she worked very hard
on her shot last year and over the summer.  In the first 13 games, she has hit 13-of-20 from downtown and is making
54.6 percent of her field goals.  Harding is also widely known as one of the best defenders in the nation.

Her 65.0 three-point field goal percentage leads the ACC, while she ranks ninth in assists and first in assist/
turnover ratio.

Harding scored a season-high 19 points as she hit 9-of-12 field goals against Arkansas State and has scored
double-figures in four of nine games.

Balanced Scoring...
Over the first 13 contests, top-ranked Duke has used a very well-balanced scoring attack with 12 players

averaging 3.0 points or more.  Senior Monique Currie is leading the way with 15.0 per game.  Currie leads the
team with 25.1 minutes a game, and the Blue Devils have 12 players who are playing 12.0 minutes or more.

Duke owns four other players averaging double-figure points-- Mistie Williams (12.4), Abby Waner (11.6),
Lindsey Harding (10.4) and Alison Bales (10.4).

Against Ranked Opponents...
Duke owns a record of 72-56 in games against ranked opponents under Head Coach Gail Goestenkors,

but over the last five years the Blue Devils are 43-14 against ranked foes.  The Blue Devils are coming off posting
a 12-5 ledger against teams ranked, which included a school-record 12 victories, in 2004-05.

The Record Book...
Senior Monique Currie is moving her way up the Duke and ACC career charts and currently owns 1,744

points over her four years.  With her 16 points against Wake Forest, she passed Iciss Tillis to move into fifth place
on the all-time points list.  Among many other career lists at Duke, Currie is seventh on the steals chart with 203
and fifth in rebounds (747).

In the ACC career lists, Currie is 13th in free throws attempted (573) and sixth in free throws made (443).  Junior
Alison Bales has moved into eighth place on the ACC career blocks list with 207.

Duke Remains No. 2 In AP Poll...
Duke remained No. 2  in the Associated Press poll

which was released on Monday.  The Blue Devils
received nine first place votes this week with Tennessee
earning 34.  Rounding out the top-10 were LSU, Baylor,
North Carolina, Maryland, Connecticut, Rutgers, Ari-
zona State and Ohio State.

The Cameron Advantage...
Since Gail Goestenkors arrived in 1992, Cam-

eron Indoor Stadium has proven to give the Blue Devils
an extra advantage as they have recorded an unbeliev-
able 180-25 record.  Coach G has also posted a 119-9
record dating back to the 1997-98 season.  The Blue
Devils recorded a  20-game winning streak at home in
ACC action from December 22, 1997, through February
3, 2000, and had an ACC-record  33-game streak from
Feb. 15, 2001, through Feb. 27, 2005.

Goestenkors has totaled an 84-7 record against
non-conference opponents in Cameron with the only
losses coming to Boston College, Virginia Tech, UCLA,
San Francisco, South Carolina, Connecticut and Ten-
nessee.  Coach G has posted a 26-15 overall record
against ranked opponents in Cameron, but has won 22
of the last 26, dating back to 1997-98.

The award, now in its fifth year, is presented
annually to the nation’s senior player-of-the-year for
NCAA Division I men’s and women’s basketball.

From the list of 30 nominees for each gender, a
national media committee will select 10 finalists for the
award in February as the conference season hits its peak.
Those ten names will be placed on the official ballot for a
nationwide voting process during the NCAA Tournament
in March. Fan balloting will be coupled with results from
voting by coaches and media to determine the male and
female winner.

Coach G Named USA Coach of the Year...
2005 USA Basketball U19 World Championship

Team head coach Gail Goestenkors of Duke University
(N.C.) was named the 2005 USA Basketball National
Coach of the Year after piloting the USA U19 women to
the 2005 FIBA U19 World Championship and an overall
record of 13-1 on the summer, USA Basketball an-
nounced this week. As recipient of USA Basketball’s
National Coach of the Year award, which was selected
by the USA Basketball Executive Committee, Goesten-
kors has been nominated by USA Basketball for the U.S.
Olympic Committee’s 2005 (USOC) National Coach of
the Year award, which will be announced by the USOC
at a later date.

Goestenkors guided the U.S. to the gold medal and
a perfect 8-0 record at the U19 Worlds in Tunis, Tunisia,
after posting a 5-1 record, including a 4-0 slate and the gold
medal at the International Sports Invitational, during U19
World Championship preparations.

Blue Devils Win The Duke Classic...
For the 14th time, the Blue Devils claimed the title

of the Duke Women’s Basketball Classic over the
weekend by knocking off Arkansas State and Auburn.
Junior Lindsey Harding claimed MVP accolades over
the weekend after averaging 13.5 points, 5.0 assists, 3.5
rebounds and 1.5 steals in the two victories.  Duke began
the tournament back in 1988 and has hosted the classic
each year except for the 2004 season.  The Blue Devils
have claimed titles every year except for 1990 (Purdue),
1991 (Seton Hall) and 2001 (South Carolina).

The Exhibition Contests...
In two exhibition contests, the Blue Devils aver-

aged 117 points, hit 58.2 percent from the field, 40.0
percent from three-point land and outscored opponents by
a 66.0 clip.  Duke defeated EA Sports, 118-73, in the first
game and then knocked off Lander, 116-29, in the final
exhibition game.

The Blue Devils averaged eight players in double-
figures with Alison Bales (17.5 points, 5.0 blocks),
Mistie Williams (16.0 points, 7.0 rebounds), Laura
Kurz (13.0 points, 4.0 rebounds) and Carrem Gay (12.5

points and 8.0 rebounds) leading the way.
Duke averaged 11.5 blocks per contest and outre-

bounded the teams by a 34.0 margin.

Looking Up...
The Blue Devils own one of the tallest squads in the

nation this season with an average height of 72.69 (6-0.69
feet) inches.  It ranks only behind Tennessee (73.55) and
Auburn (73.18), while the next closest ACC team is
Florida State tied for 13th with a 72.00 ledger.

Young Guns...
The Blue Devils boast one of the most talented

teams in the nation but also are one of the youngest squads
with four freshmen and four sophomores on the roster.  Air
Force stands as the youngest team in the nation with 13
freshmen and sophomores, but Duke is tied for 32nd with
eight.  In ranking the ACC schools, the Blue Devils are
second behind Florida State (10).

Duke Picked No. 1 In ACC...
For the sixth time over the last eight years, the Duke

Women’s Basketball team has been picked No. 1 in the
preseason Atlantic Coast Conference (ACC) poll as the
Blue Devils received 30 of 40 first-place votes, deter-
mined by a vote of the media and head coaches.

North Carolina, who received 10 first-place votes,
followed the Blue Devils in the balloting, while Maryland
finished third. NC State and Boston College were
selected to finish in fourth and fifth place, respectively.



Florida State was sixth, followed in the seventh and eighth slots by the Virginia
Tech and Virginia. Wake Forest finished in ninth place while Georgia Tech, Miami and
Clemson rounded out the poll.

In balloting for the 2005-06 preseason All-Conference team, senior Monique
Currie of Duke and Tamara James (Miami) were named to the team along with Ivory
Latta (UNC), Shay Doron (MD), Crystal Langhorne (MD) and Erlana Larkins (UNC).

Currie was selected as the league’s preseason Player of the Year for the second
straight year, while Blue Devil freshman Abby Waner was tabbed preseason ACC
Rookie of the Year.

Preseason No. 1 In Magazines...
In the Lindy’s and Street & Smith’s Magazine preseason polls, the Blue Devils

were tabbed No. 1 in the nation.  This marks the second time in school history Duke
has been preseason ranked No. 1 nationally.  Back in 2002-03, the Blue Devils were
preseason ranked No. 1 in both the Associated Press and ESPN/USA Today Coaches
Polls.

Top Recruiting Class Arrives...
The second-best recruiting class in the nation takes to the floor this season for the

Blue Devils -- Abby Waner, Keturah Jackson, Brittany Mitch and Carrem Gay.  All
four freshmen were highly ranked coming out of high school.

Summer Of Gold...
Over the summer, the Blue Devils were well-represented on USA Basketball

squads.  Senior Monique Currie played on the World University Games Team that
won the gold medal in Izmir, Turkey, while Head Coach Gail Goestenkors and
freshman Abby Waner led the USA U19 World Championship Team to a gold medal
in Tunis, Tunisia.

Goestenkors was the head coach on the squad that won a gold medal for only
the second time out of six tournaments for the U19 squad.

Junior Alison Bales was one of 16 finalists for the World University Games
Team, but did not make the final roster that was sent to Turkey.

Williams & Currie On Wooden Watch...
In August, the John R. Wooden Award committee released its preseason top-

30 candidates for the National Player of the Year with seniors Mistie Williams and
Monique Currie listed.

It marks the first time Williams has been named to a preseason National Player
of the Year listing, while it is the second straight year Currie was selected to the squad.
She was a finalist for the award in 2004-05.

The Sister Act...
Duke will feature its first set of sisters playing together in 2005-06 with Emily and

Abby Waner suiting up.  The natives of Highlands Ranch, Colo., will be a sophomore
and freshman, respectively, for the Blue Devils.  Looking across the nation, the Waners
will be one of 17 sets of sisters playing together this season.

Tri-Captains...
Duke University Head Coach Gail Goestenkors announced prior to the season

that seniors Monique Currie, Jessica Foley and Mistie Williams have been named
captains for the 2005-06 campaign.  In a vote by the team members, a trio will guide
the Blue Devils for the fourth time over the last six years.

Duke Adds Cheek & Mitchell For 2006-07...
For the seventh straight year, Blue Devil Women’s Basketball Head Coach Gail

Goestenkors has brought in a top-10 ranked recruiting class as she will welcome two
of the top players in the nation to the Duke University campus in the fall of 2006. Bridgette
Mitchell of Hightstown, N.J. and Joy Cheek of Charlotte, N.C. each have signed
national letters of intent to play basketball at Duke.

“We are very excited about both Joy and Brittany,” said Goestenkors. “We feel
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like they add tremendous athleticism and versatility to our team. They can play several
positions, are strong, physical and athletic. As good as they are now, I feel like they
are going to improve and adapt well to the college game.”

The class has been tabbed seventh-best in the nation by the Blue Star Report.
The Blue Devils are listed behind Connecticut, Rutgers, Purdue, Stanford, Oklahoma
and Southern California. Duke’s class of two signings ranks No. 1 in the nation, when
ranking classes of two or fewer players.

Mitchell, a 6-0 wing from The Peddie School, has been listed No. 7 in the class
of 2006 by the Blue Star Report. She is coming off a junior campaign where she averaged
14.1 points, 10.5 rebounds, 4.5 steals and 2.6 assists leading her team to a 23-3 mark.
Mitchell earned All-State First Team, Street & Smith’s Second Team All-America, USA
Today Junior All-America and All-Conference accolades last year. She averaged 14.0
points, 9.2 rebounds, 4.1 steals and led Peddie School to a 16-8 record as a sophomore.

“Bridgette has one of the quickest first steps I have seen,” said Goestenkors. “She
can get to the basket, is a tenacious rebounder and hustler. Bridgette reminds me a lot
one of our former players, Peppi Browne, in how hard she worked all the time, has
great passion and love of the game.”

Over the summer, Mitchell played on the 2005 USA Youth Development Festival
Blue Team that went undefeated with a 5-0 record to clinch the gold medal. She averaged
12.0 points, 5.4 rebounds, 2.2 steals and 1.0 assists in five games. Her 12.0 points
was the fourth-best scoring output in the festival and scored double-figure points in four
of the five contests.

Cheek, a 6-1 forward from South Mecklenburg H.S., has been ranked 13th in
the class of 2006 by the All-Star Girls Report. In listing the wing/forwards in the class,
Cheek was second in the report. She was named Street & Smith’s Fifth Team All-
America, USA Today Junior All-America and AP First Team All-State as a junior.
Cheek averaged 18.0 points, 8.5 rebounds, 4.5 assists, 2.5 steals and 2.5 blocks as
she led her squad to a 25-5 and a state semifinal appearance. As a sophomore, Cheek
registered averages of 14.5 points, 7.5 rebounds, 3.5 assists, 2.0 blocks and 1.5 steals
as South Mecklenburg totaled a 22-6 record.

“Joy is big and strong,” said Goestenkors. “She can play inside or out and uses
her body very well on the inside. Joy has a very pretty shot from outside as well. She
will add great versatility to our team and give us the ability to go with four-out motion.”

Cheek played in the 2005 USA Youth Development Festival for the red team
that finished with a 3-2 record and won the bronze medal. She averaged 6.0 points,
5.0 rebounds and 1.6 assists in the five games.
With the addition of Mitchell and Cheek, the Blue Devils will boast a roster of 12— two
seniors (Lindsey Harding and Alison Bales), four juniors (Chante Black, Laura
Kurz, Wanisha Smith and Emily Waner), four sophomores (Keturah Jackson,
Brittany Mitch, Carrem Gay and Abby Waner) and two freshmen.

“Both players love to run and press and will fit right into our style of play,” said
Goestenkors.

The Blue Devils have brought in the top-ranked recruiting classes in 2000, 2001,
2002 and 2003, while the 1999, 2004 classes were fourth in the nation and 2005 class
was second.

Goestenkors Year-By-Year

In her 13 years at Duke University, Gail Goestenkors has helped lead the Blue Devils from relative obscurity to national
prominence.  Known as “Coach G” to players, coaches, fans and student supporters, Goestenkors has raised the level of the
women’s basketball program at Duke to new heights.  Today, because of Coach G, Duke  is mentioned in the same breath
with the other elite programs in women’s college basketball.

Since arriving at Duke in 1992, Goestenkors has accomplished feats that no other women’s basketball coach in school
history has been able to achieve.  To put her success in perspective, Goestenkors has four more winning seasons (12) than
there were in the 17 years prior to her arrival in Durham.  The 1996, ’98, ’99, 2002, 2003 and 2004 ACC Coach of the Year
(Duke’s only multiple winner of the award and one of just two ACC coaches to earn it six times), Goestenkors led the Blue
Devils to their first appearances in the Sweet Sixteen, Elite Eight, Final Four and National Championship game.  Along with
capturing Duke’s first ACC Tournament Championship, Goestenkors’ Blue Devil squads have broken numerous school,
ACC  and NCAA records, as well as setting a new standard for women’s basketball at Duke and in the ACC.

Continuing to build upon her well-earned reputation as one of the top college basketball coaches, Goestenkors led Duke
to its fifth-straight ACC Regular Season title and an NCAA Elite Eight appearance in 2004-05.  The Blue Devils concluded the
season with a 31-5 overall record and were ranked No. 1 in the nation for three straight weeks.  For the season, Duke blocked
an NCAA-record 267 shots in a year where it was possibly Goestenkors’ best coaching job of her career after losing three
starters off of last year’s team.

If the past seven seasons show anything, they show how effective Goestenkors’ winning approach has been.  Goestenkors’
record for highest winning percentage (.782) in school history offers evidence of her success:  333 total wins; a 80-7 mark at
home against non-conference opponents; a 29-11 record in NCAA Tournament play; five straight 30-win seasons; ten 20-plus
win seasons in the past 11 years; five ACC Tournament Championships; seven ACC regular season titles; and three NCAA
Final Four appearances.

Such accomplishments have not gone unnoticed by her peers in college basketball.  Aside from winning ACC Coach of
the Year in 1996, ’98, ’99, 2002, 2003 and 2004, Goestenkors captured the Victor Award in 1999 as the National Coach of the
Year, as well as being selected the 2000 Basketball Times National Coach of the Year, the 2002 GBallmag.com National
Coach of the Year and 2003 Naismith, WBCA/Rawlings and Victor Award as the National Coach of the Year.  Her coaching
is so respected that Goestenkors was named to the USA Basketball Collegiate Committee in the summer of 2001, was an
assistant coach on the gold medal winning 2002 USA World Championship team, was an assistant coach on the gold medal
winning 2004 USA Olympic team and was the coach of the 2005 USA World Championship gold medal team.

When Goestenkors came to Duke in 1992, she found a women’s program hoping to establish itself as a winner while the
Blue Devil faithful were in the midst of celebrating the second consecutive NCAA Championship won by coach Mike
Krzyzewski and the men’s basketball team.  Hoping to mirror the success of Coach K and his program, Goestenkors wanted
to give Duke fans reason to cheer for her women’s team.

While success stories do not just happen overnight, it did not take long for Goestenkors to establish a winning attitude with
the Blue Devils.  In her inaugural season Duke started out strong with seven straight wins, which at that time was the third
longest streak in school history.  The 1992-93 squad, which featured only eight healthy players, broke four program records during the course of the season.

Great strides were taken in becoming a successful program in Goestenkors’ second season.  That year, 1993-94, Duke finished with a 16-11 record for its first winning season
since 1990-91.  Also, the Blue Devils won seven ACC contests, the most wins by the school in nearly a decade.

The next season proved to be the emergence of Duke women’s basketball under Goestenkors onto the national scene.  At the time, the 1994-95 Blue Devils set school records
for most wins in a season (22) and ACC victories (10).  After Duke’s first ever appearance in the ACC Championship game, Goestenkors and the Blue Devils appeared in the
NCAA Tournament for only the second time in program history.  Duke earned its first national ranking since 1989, while Goestenkors was named 1995 WBCA District III Coach
of the Year.

In 1995-96, Goestenkors and the Blue Devils wanted to prove that the previous year was no fluke and that Duke women’s basketball would be a major force in the years to
come.  Finishing the year 26-7, 12-4 in the ACC, the Blue Devils had back-to-back 20-win seasons for the first time ever at Duke.  Making their second straight appearance in
the NCAA Tournament, the Blue Devils hosted first and second round games at Cameron Indoor Stadium for the first time since 1987.  For her efforts, Goestenkors was recognized
as ACC Coach of the Year after leading Duke to a No. 13 ranking in the final polls from both USA Today and the Associated Press.

Throughout the 1996-97 season the Blue Devils were a mainstay in the polls, peaking at 13th nationally and finishing the season at 22nd nationally.  At the end of the season,
Goestenkors was named head coach of the USA Basketball Jones Cup Team, which consists of American college all-stars who compete against other nations.  The team went
on to capture a silver medal in Taiwan.  Three former Blue Devils, Tyish Hall, Kira Orr and VanGorp, joined Goestenkors in representing Duke on that squad.

Following several years of success with the Blue Devils, Goestenkors reached some personal milestones in the 1997-98 season.  In a 99-59 win on December 6 against
Ohio in the Duke Women’s Basketball Classic, Goestenkors notched her 100th career victory.  Ironically, the win came against Marsha Reall, who was Goestenkors’ collegiate
coach at Saginaw Valley State.  Goestenkors also finished the season with at least 20 wins for the third time in her career, the most for one coach in school history.  Once again
the Blue Devils enjoyed a highly successful season under Goestenkors, going 24-8 and advancing to the Elite Eight in NCAA Tournament action for the first time in school history.

Of course, the next year Goestenkors led Duke all the way to the championship game.  It proved to be another step in the rise of the women’s basketball program under
Goestenkors.  The drive and passion for winning that she has instilled in her Blue Devil teams has always been with Goestenkors, dating back to her days as a player.

As an undergraduate at Saginaw Valley State, Goestenkors played for former Purdue head coach Reall.  In her four years at Saginaw, Goestenkors earned NAIA All-America
honors and was named conference MVP, as well as being selected to the Academic All-Conference Team.
      After earning a physical education degree from Saginaw Valley State in 1985, Goestenkors served as a graduate assistant for Iowa State during the 1985-86 season.  From
there, Goestenkors moved to Purdue, where she would spend the next six years as an assistant coach.

With such an energetic, positive approach to the game, Goestenkors will continue to lead Duke as it takes its place among the nation’s giants in women’s college basketball.
A native of Waterford, Mich., Goestenkors married Mark Simons in June of 1997.  The couple resides in Hillsborough, N.C.
